We have also perused the affidavit file on 

behalf of the Project Proponent as well as the State of 

Punjab.  Firstly, it is stated that there are certain 

deficiencies which are still persisting in the functioning of 

the plant.  Secondly, they are not able to take 100% 

sewage generated, for treatment of it in accordance with 

law.  

 The Learned counsel appearing for the Project 

Proponent,  upon instructions from the Manager of the 

Project Proponent,  submits that within two weeks from 

today all deficiencies would be set right positively and 

plant would become 100% operate by that time.  The 

Corporation should also remove the plug of the sewer line 

so that, the entire sewage comes to the plant.
