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  The Learned Counsel appearing for the State 

submits that they would direct the concerned Department 

including the Rajasthan Pollution Control Board to 

conduct a detailed survey with regard to existence of stone 

crushers, stone cutting units and material grinding units 

including the dumping of waste/remnant materials. In 

relation to that, they operate only in accordance with law 

and after obtaining the consent of the Board and do not 

cause any pollution.  

 In view of the statement made, nothing survives in 

this Application and the same is disposed of accordingly.  

 The State Government shall abide by its statement.  

 Thus, Original Application No. 505 of 2017 stands 

disposed of, without any order as to cost. 
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
