It is reveals that the stinking and dirty water flows 

through the water supply lines and the borewells which 

provide access to the ground water are pumping out - 

contaminated water as a result of complete mis-

management of affairs regarding the water supply and 

effluent treatment.    

 This is a fit case to take cognizance of Suo-moto.  

This be registered as Suo-Moto Original Application. 

 We therefore, issue Notice to the Government of 

NCT, Delhi, Delhi Jal Board, Central Ground Water 

Authority, Delhi Pollution Control Committee, Central 

Pollution Control Board, South Delhi Municipal 

Corporation, NDMC, North Delhi Municipal Corporation, 

Delhi and East Delhi Municipal Corporation to respond to 

the malady of the citizens.  We also direct Delhi Jal Board, 

Central Ground Water Authority, DPCC and CPCB to 

place before us Status Report as regards quality of water 

received at various residential locations in the city of Delhi 

through Delhi Jal Board water supply lines.  The Status 



 

 

Report shall also reveal before us the quantity of water 

received from water supply lines to various locations in a 

day.  The status report shall place before us the facts 

regarding the quality of groundwater available through the 

community borewells and Handpumps spread over the 

city of Delhi.
